Failure to comply with the requirements of this Notice may result in the Authorised person arranging for compliance at your expense. Regulation 27(3)
You may have a right of appeal against my decision by way of a Judicial Review.  An application for such an appeal should be made promptly and in any event, generally within three months from the date when the grounds for the application first arose.  If you wish to appeal you are advised to consult a Solicitor immediately.

The animal by-products specified in Section 3 may require staining in accordance with the Animal By‑Products (Identification) Regulations (NI) 1999 (and its amendments).

NOTES FOR THE AUTHORISED PERSON
In Section 3 be specific so that the material can be easily identified.

You may wish to mark the animal or animal by-product for identification purposes.  Regulation 25(3)(i).

Such identification should be recorded in Section 3.  Example:  “stored in a bin in the gut room which I have identified with a label marked ‘subject to a notice’”.

Section 4 should be completed in accordance with the requirements for the particular category.  Example: For Category 1 contaminated with SRM “processed by rendering at an approved Category 1 rendering plant”.
Once compliance has been achieved the validity of the Notice should be cancelled by completing Section 5 as per good practice guidelines.
