5.0 Woodland Survey
You must submit your woodland survey form on the template published with this application form and associated guidance.
Part 1 - Proportion of ash trees

To assess the number of ash trees within each field you should provide a representative sample from each field. The recommended technique is to walk a transect diagonally from corner to corner of each field as illustrated in the Transect examples within Appendix 3 – Woodland Survey of the Guidance for the Revised Forest Protection Scheme 2019/20 – Chalara Ash Dieback. If you do not reach 100 trees within the first transect you should take a second diagonal transect and repeat this process until you exceed 100 trees within your field sample. This approach will typically require you to walk a minimum transect length of 200 metres if your initial planting was at 2 metre spacing (2,500 trees per hectare) or 300 metres if your initial planting was at 3 metre spacing (1,100 trees per hectare).  You must mark every 10th tree along your transect with either a single tape or a painted band similar to Photo 1 in Appendix 3 – Woodland Survey of the Guidance for the Revised Forest Protection Scheme 2019/20 – Chalara Ash Dieback
Part 2 - Height of ash trees

The scheme cannot provide any grant aid for woodlands where the ash has grown to over 10 metres tall. Therefore, we require you to provide information about the height of ash in your woodland by recording whether the tree is; less than 4m tall, between 4 and 10 m tall or is taller than 10m. We do not require specific measurements for each tree, just the band each measured tree falls into. You should measure the average height of the ash trees identified in part 1 of your woodland survey by estimating the height of 5 ash trees in each field at intervals along your transect. You must avoid selecting the smallest trees and should select 5 that are representative of trees in the canopy. These 5 trees need to be marked at about 1.3 m height from the base of the tree with a double tape or double painted band similar to Photo 2 in Appendix 3 – Woodland Survey of the  Guidance for the Revised Forest Protection Scheme 2019/20 – Chalara Ash Dieback.

6.0 Replanting Form
The species diversity must be maintained or enhanced. Opportunities must be taken to further diversify the species composition. A minimum of 3 tree species with each species component comprising 10% or more on a field by field basis. All replanting must be site appropriate broadleaved species. The exceptions are Scots pine where no more than 30% is allowed within the grant application area and yew.
