· To refrain from entering any private land adjoining the restricted zone without the permission of the owner or occupier thereof 

· To acknowledge the co-operation of the Department in any reports, published papers, etc., resulting from activities undertaken at the MPA 

· To forward a copy of all publications, articles, papers and theses to the Strangford Lough MPA officer
· To forward a report of the applicant's activities to the MPA officer at the end of the study period covered by permit from the Department
· To submit dive plans involving scuba diving, if any, to the MPA officer in advance and to submit a Dive Log with report of activities at the end of the study period covered by permit from the Department 

· To adhere to all speed limits within Strangford Lough and to avoid the use of anchors within the restricted zone where possible 

· Not to interfere with (except where covered by permit), or damage flora and fauna of the Strangford Lough and to take particular care to avoid damage to habitats while diving and/or using equipment underwater 

· To get the agreement of the MPA officer prior to introducing equipment, markers, buoys, transect lines, etc. and to remove all such equipment at the end of the works period.
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
