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PROCEDURE FOR DOCUMENTRY, IDENTITY AND PLANT HEALTH CHECKS FOR IMPORTED WOOD AND BARK.
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Importer or his agent will present DAERA Portal Inspectors with a completed Consignment Notification form (CN1) with additional documentation as required. This should be presented 3 working days in advance of the import.





CN 1 will include standard information on goods being imported.





Portal inspectors complete the Certificate of Inspection and Clearance (CIC1) and return to importer or his agent if no conditions are required. If conditions are required the portal inspector carries out either a document and identity check or a document, identity and plant health check.





2. Full inspection, including documentary, identity and plant health check.





1. Document and identity check only.





Portal inspectors undertake documentary, identity and plant health check.








Portal inspectors undertake documentary and identity check.





Portal inspectors refer any irregularities to Forest Service for action.





Portal inspector signs CIC1 if checks are satisfactory





Portal inspector issues CIC1 and copy kept for Forest Service.





Forest Service invoices importer or his customs representatives.
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
