COUNCIL REGULATION (EC) NO 1/2005 ON THE PROTECTION OF ANIMALS DURING TRANSPORT
Training and Competence Certification Guidance Notes

Training

Since 5 January 2008, EC 1/2005 regulation requires that transporters of farmed animals, domestic horses and poultry  in connection with an economic activity and assembly centre staff handling  farmed animals must be trained in the relevant technical provisions of this Regulation. 
Drivers or attendants of road vehicles, responsible for the transport of domestic bovine,ovine, caprine and porcine species, domestic horses and poultry,  must be trained and independently assessed in order to obtain a Certificate of  Competence (CoC).
The Certificate will be specific to the role, length of journeys to be undertaken and the species to be transported. (Short journeys, over 65 km and up to eight hours /long journeys, over eight hours)    
Assembly centres staff handling animals, are required to undertake training in the relevant technical rules of Regulation 1/2005 but they are not required to obtain a Certificate of Competence.
CoC is not required for persons transporting animals up to a maximum distance of 65Km counted from the place of departure to the place of destination.
The training requirements of this regulation are: 
For road drivers and attendants: 
(17(2) in accordance with annex IV (artc 3 and 4 and relevant parts of Annexes I and II)

· General conditions for the transport of animals
· Transport documentation
· Fitness for travel
· The means of transport and use of its facilities
· Transport practices, (Loading, unloading and handling, use of facilities)
· Watering and feeding intervals, journey times and rest periods
· Space allowances

· Journey Planning

· Animal physiology and feed needs, animal behaviour and the concept of stress

· Impact of driving behaviour on welfare of animals and on the quality of meat.
· Emergency care for animals

· Safety of personnel handling animals.

For  assembly centre staff  
(Artc 9 2(a) Technical rules set out in Annex I)
· Fitness for transport
· Transport practices,( loading, unloading, handling and separation)

· Watering and feeding interval, journey times and resting periods

· Space allowances. 

The precise format and who may provide training is not specified in the Regulation.  Therefore, our consideration is that training may be achieved by means of on-the-job instruction combined with practical experience or by more formal methods such as college courses leading to standards equivalent to qualifications accredited into the National Qualifications Framework. 

The competence assessment test used in the North is the same as in the rest of the UK, and therefore NI transporters will be expected to know, for example, who enforces the legislation in GB.  A glossary of terms is attached, giving the NI equivalents to GB terms.
