MUD can carry pests and diseases
 Clean your boots and shoes
  Wash down the tyres of bikes and vehicles  

after off-roading
 Keep to obvious paths
 Keep an eye out for information on notices
 
PLANTS and LEAVES may already be home to 
pest and diseases
  Avoid taking plants or cuttings from the  

countryside
 Resist planting out your garden plants in the  
 countryside
 Avoid dumping garden waste in the countryside
  Familiarise yourselves with common plant pests 

and diseases
